10/27/2019 Breakfast on the Beach
John 21:1-19

Series Summary

“Dinner with Jesus” invites us to take a seat at the table with Jesus as He engages us over
meals in New Testament history. We learn how to model the grace and compassion of
Jesus as we reach out to modern day “tax collectors and untouchables.” We discover how
meaningful worship, praying in expectation, and learning from failure will fuel our
spiritual growth.

Main Text

John 21:1-19 (ESV) — 'After this Jesus revealed himself again to the disciples by
the Sea of Tiberias, and he revealed himself in this way. 2 Simon Peter, Thomas
(called the Twin), Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two
others of his disciples were together. 2 Simon Peter said to them, “| am going
fishing.” They said to him, “We will go with you.” They went out and got into the
boat, but that night they caught nothing.

4 Just as day was breaking, Jesus stood on the shore; yet the disciples did not
know that it was Jesus. 3 Jesus said to them, “Children, do you have any fish?”
They answered him, “No.” ¢ He said to them, “Cast the net on the right side of the
boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it, and now they were not able to haul it
in, because of the quantity of fish. 7 That disciple whom Jesus loved therefore said
to Peter, “It is the Lord!” When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put on
his outer garment, for he was stripped for work, and threw himself into the sea.

8 The other disciples came in the boat, dragging the net full of fish, for they were
not far from the land, but about a hundred yards off.

Big Idea — The Wonder of Restoration: God’s Reviving Grace

Three Lessons on Faithfulness
Lesson #1 — Dependence Leads to Victory: | Can Do All Things Through Christ

Lesson #2 — Humility Brings Fellowship and Obedience Brings
Blessing

Lesson #3 — Right Priorities Lead You to Right Restoration
